Ster 1

There are only 12 notes that you ever have to worry about. They make up the Chro-
matic scale. This scale is the foundation of all music in the Western world. It is used
to create every scale. The most popular one is the Diatonic scale also known as the
Major scale. It is made up of seven notes.
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Step2

The distance between two notes is called an interval. It is measured using a unit
called a semi-tone. Two semi-tones are called a whole-step. One semi-tone is called
a half- step. The distance between notes of the Major scale looks like this:
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MATO® SECOND 1 whole—steel

MaT02 THIZD 2 wiole-steps
PERFECT FOURTH 212 whole-steps
PEQFECT FIFTH 3-1/2 whole-steps
MATOR SIXTH 4-1/2 whole-steps
MATOR SEVENTH 5-1/2 whole-sieps

OCTAVE 6 whole-steps
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
